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ASSESSMENT & MARKS DISTRIBUTION POLICY

Introduction

We hope that this document “The marks distribution Policy”
will enable you to be better informed to the policies and
procedures of our school’s marking system and allow you to
function more successfully. We strongly encourage you to be
thoroughly familiar with the contents of this policy document.
Reference to it will preclude miscommunication on the
numerous issues that teachers and students deal with on a
regular basis and will contribute to the smooth operation of
the school.

Statement of Purpose

The school helps students to maximize their potentialities
through quality international education by using a balanced 1-
12 international curriculum and maintaining accreditation
status with reputable agencies by following set international
standards.

A. Homework or HW Policy:

Homework is a vital element in the educational
experience of a student and affects positive academic
achievement. We suggest that parents supervise their
children's homework in the sense that they should make
sure that it is completed. We strongly discourage parents
to sit with their children (especially after third grade)
while they are performing their assignments or to spoon-
feed them the answers as this makes them too
dependent on their families and negatively affects
academic performance.

Parent/guardians have the responsibility to provide the
conditions for homework to be completed.

1. Making a regular routine for homework.

2. Ensuring that the proper space and supplies are
provided.

3. Being available to provide assistance when required.

All teachers, in all academic subjects, will assign
homework. Assignments should generally be planned
from Sunday through Thursday. The head of department
and the parents will be notified at an early stage when
students fail to complete assighments.

Important to note that there are 10 marks allocated per
each Quarter in every subject of the student mark
sheet, which will be averaged upon completing a certain
number of assigned homework. Below are number of
assigned homework in every subject per each Quarter:

10 marks will be taken as average of the above listed
number of Homework only, additional practice
assignment will not be calculated in grading system. A
“0” Zero mark will be assigned to the specified HW
mentioned in above table which can affect the overall
averaged HW 10 marks.

Teachers should grade written assignments and include
comments for improvement as well as affirmation of
satisfactory accomplishment.

All regular homework is to be corrected by the teacher
and returned to the student live or virtually.

B. Quizzes Policy:
Regular assessment is key to the students’ progression.
There will be Mid-Quarter short exam “Quizzes”

conducted starting from the 4th week of the quarter.

The Quizzes will be taken during the lesson duration of
10 to 15 minutes.

Important to note that there are 10 marks allocated for
Quizzes per each Quarter in all subjects.

C. Projects Policy:

Students’ creativity and expressing the understood
concepts in project form is proven a successful
methodology in international standard of education. We
at Al-Anjal school have a policy of completing projects
research for all subjects once per each term.

The student will be informed from the 2nd week of the
Quarter to work on a certain project of the subject and
present it to the teacher on Blackboard portal.

The submission time for the projects is from the
beginning of the 2nd week till before the start of the

quarter final exams.

Important to note that there are 25 marks allocated for
Project per each Quarter in all subjects.

All regular homework is to be corrected by the teacher
and returned to the student live or virtually.

D. Policy for Students’ Participation in lessons:

All students are required to attend the teaching lessons
and participate in learning process. Teachers will note
down the students’ participation and award marks as per
their participation.

Important to note that there are 10 marks allocated for
Participation per each Quarter in all subjects.
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E. Class work or CW Policy:

Teachers need students’ engagement during the lessons
and are sometimes required completing certain
assignment during the lessons. This indicates the
students’ activeness and allowing teachers to make
necessary changes in strategies for further lesson upon
students’ feedback.

Teachers give them several tasks to complete during the
lessons and grant marks as CW title.

Important to note that there are 15 marks allocated for
Class work or CW per each Quarter in all subjects.

F. Final Exams Policy:

The final exams of the quarter are usually conducted in
the 8th week and are counted as final grades for the
curriculum covered during the whole quarter.

A detailed document for the exams code of conduct and
marking details are shared earlier and as reminder send
to parents/students before all final quarter exams.

Important to note that there are 30 marks allocated for
Final Exams per each Quarter in all subjects.

What is the credit hour and how to calculate it?

1 credit = 130 hours. A "Unit of Credit ' is 130 hours of classroom instruction in one
academic year. A half unit of credit , which is 65 hours of classroom instruction,
represents the credit that students can earn for successfully completing one semester of
class work in a particular course .

1 credit = 5 sessions per week each 45 minutes (net)

A "Core Course" is any course in one core subject disciplines of English, Math, Science
and Social Studies etc.

A Passing Grade means at least a "D" average for the semester in a course.

Schools are expected to provide classroom instruction for not less than 180 school days.
A more precise requirement is for high school credit courses, like Biology, English, or
Mathematics, to provide 130 hours / 7800 minutes of classroom instruction over the
entire school year. Schools may divide class periods using a variety of minutes but over
a year, a total of 7800 instructional minutes are required for each credit course.

What is GPA and how to calculate the GPA?

It’s the total average of the student’s early credits and grades. Grade Point Average:
quantitative measure of undergraduate academic record, usually on a scale from 1.0 to
4.0. The GPA or grade point average is important to admissions committees, not because
it signifies the intelligence because it is a long-term indicator of how well Students
perform his/her job as student. Grades reflect the motivation and the ability to do
consistently good or bad work.
